Question 1: 
What is PPA’s definition of a ‘normal peril’ (φυσιολογικός κίνδυνος)? (ANNEX I, section 1. of the attachment) […] Maximum Possible property and income Loss estimation for normal perils, excluding natural disasters (such as earthquakes, tsunami, etc.). […]

Answer 1: 
Normal peril consists of all dangers deriving from the natural course of events (i.e. except catastrophic events, extreme circumstances, and other relevant perils)  

Question 2: 
Does the scope of element 2 of the MPL Study concern only the event of an earthquake, or other catastrophic events as well (if so, please describe)? (ANNEX I, section 2. of the attachment)[…] Maximum Possible property and income Loss estimation under catastrophic peril circumstances and more specifically in the event of earthquake. […] 

Answer 2: 
It includes earthquake as well as other catastrophic events (tsunami, fires, explosion, dispersion etc)

Answer 4: 
Only the selected participant /contractor has the obligation to submit copies of any contracts with subcontractors as clearly stated in the technical description (par.2 of chapter under the title “Contractors obligations”). However as stated in par. 5 of the technical description the participant has the obligation to give full description (in the form of a declaration or a formal letter) of his project team including the subcontractors if any, in order to prove that he fulfils the relevant technical criteria.

Question 5: Please advise total number of assets (e.g., buildings, terminal stations, airports, etc.) that require risk assessments. 

Answer 5:
