The Port of Piraeus (Port of Piraeus) is the largest port in Greece, spanning a coastline length of more than twenty-four kilometres and expanding over an aggregate area exceeding five million square meters. 6. No approval, act or consent on the part of any of the Candidates, the applicant(s) hereof or any third party shall be required for payment of any amounts hereunder. In addition, no objection or disagreement of any of the foregoing persons or their eventual recourse to courts of any jurisdiction or arbitral tribunals seeking non forfeiture of this letter of guarantee shall be taken into consideration. 

7. Subject to paragraph 8 below, this letter of guarantee is of indefinite duration and in any case shall remain in full force and effect until the earlier of: (a) the date on which all amounts available hereunder have been fully and actually drawn and paid to you; (b) upon receipt of your confirmation in writing or by authenticated SWIFT to the effect that you finally and irrevocably release us from any obligations hereunder.
