The Port of Piraeus (Port of Piraeus) is the largest port in Greece, spanning a coastline length of more than twenty-four kilometres and expanding over an aggregate area exceeding five million square meters. The geographic location of the Port of Piraeus makes it a vital transportation, trade and supply, tourism and communications hub connecting the Greek islands with the mainland, as well as being an international centre of marine tourism and the commercial carriage of goods. After delivery of the equipment and submission of the Certificates of Conformity as per above, the Supplier will assemble the equipment, conduct and carry out ALL the acceptance tests to confirm that the procured equipment meets the Tender specifications and performances. 
All acceptance inspection shall be conducted within thirty (30) days after arrival and assembly of the equipment. PPA staff will be present at the start-up conducted by the Supplier on-site. 
Prior to the acceptance inspection, the Supplier shall submit the test procedures to PPA. The test scope shall cover all operations and performance procedures. The acceptance tests shall be jointly undertaken by both parties.
After the completion of the acceptance tests, the Supplier shall prepare the Acceptance Report, which shall include the following:

· The type of the equipment tested, date & location.
· List of the participants both from PPA and the Supplier.
· Any defects detected and remedy measures.
· All test records which are to be kept as attachments to the Acceptance Report.

	One copy of the Acceptance Report for EACH spreader is needed.

· Quality Certification for each equipment from manufacturer.
· Complete on-site inspection report.
· Certificate of Conformity for all the spreaders issued by the competent relevant authorities in accordance with the applicable Greek and EU legislation as in force.
