Subject: Clarifications to the interested parties regarding the Call of Tender for the award of “Procurement of two (2) STS Crane Telescopic spreaders” – Part II

Interested parties are kindly requested to refer to all clarifications published provided by PPA, regarding the questions received from Thursday, 17th May 2018 until Friday, 25th May 2018, in relation to the “Call of Tender for the award of Procurement of two (2) STS Crane Telescopic spreaders”.
The said replies constitute an integral part of the Call.





1.	Question: Do you prefer spreader connection type Panamax or Super Post Panamax? 

Answer: 
It is clearly mentioned within the Call of Tender.

2.	Question: Within your request for proposals, it is mentioned:
”The Offers (Participation Supporting Documents, Technical proposal and Financial Proposal) are submitted in the sealed folder of offer, typed, in one (1) original (that will include only originals or duly certified copies where applicable) and one (1) copy of the original”. This means that inside each folder there will be 2 (two) sets of documents, one set, consisting of original copies and one set, consisting of copies. This doesn’t mean that 3 separate folders containing originals and 3 separate folders containing copies have to be submitted. The copies have to be verified by signature?

Answer:
Each folder should contain one set of copies and one set of originals. Regarding the copies, it is not necessary to be verified by signature.

3.	Question: Regarding ΑΝΝΕΧ Β – Technical specifications, do we have to erase the comments in the Scoring Criteria and Scoring Weight columns (for you to fill in) and fill in the Proposal column? Or something else? Or do you have to consider it as a line? What kind of details do we have to include in our technical specifications? 



Answer: 
You may erase the columns “Scoring Criteria” and “Scoring weight” and you may fill, in the column “Proposal”, the technical specifications of your offered equipment. 

4.	Question: Within your request for proposals, it is mentioned: “Eight (8) spare complete twist-lock sets and four (4) spare flippers per spreader” (These are spare parts that have to be included in our offer?), and also it is mentioned that: eight (8) complete twist Lock sets per Spreader, four (4) Flippers per Spreader and four (4) hydraulic units for Flippers per Spreader” (Will these be considered as standard equipment accompanying the spreaders?). 

Answer:
The eight (8) spare complete twist-lock sets and four (4) spare flippers per spreader are considered as spare parts and have to be offered (priced) separately.

5.	Question: Within your request for proposals, it is mentioned: “Candidates must also provide the following documentation as part of their Technical Proposal: 
4) Documents, such as:All the EU directives such as DIN, ISO, FEM, AWS to which the equipment complies.”
We know that submitting the EN directives documents is not permitted. Can we make a simple reference regarding the EU Directives or is this an exclusion criterion? 
 
Answer:
The offered equipment must comply with the above mentioned Directives and relevant proof must be submitted within the offer.


6.	Question: In ANNEX B, line 9, it is mentioned: “Lifting lugs for over-height frame at corners of twist-lock pockets. “Please, provide dimensions of lifting lugs welded on the end beams””
Answer:
Dimensions that are not defined in ANNEX B, must be defined by the Candidate.

7.	Question: In ANNEX B, line 11, it is mentioned: “Automatic twist locks operation for use with ISO standard containers. “Please explain with automatic. As the operation ‘locking’ and ‘unlocking’ of the twistlocks is by means of a button in the cabin of the crane.””. 

Answer:
The function of the spreader is clearly defined in Line 11 of ANNEX B.

8.	Question: In ANNEX B, line 12, it is mentioned: ““Automatic twist locks operation for twin lift operation. (Twin lift unit). “Please explain with automatic. As the operation ‘locking’ and ‘unlocking’ of the twist locks is by means of a button in the cabin of the crane.””

Answer:
The function of the spreader is clearly defined in Line 12 of ANNEX B.

9.	Question: Τhe interface of the existing spreaders is hardwired and the spreaders are working with a plc? If not, please provide the necessary, detailed description of the current connectivity. 

Answer:
The spreader is connected via cables and functions via a PLC system.
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
