Subject: Clarifications to the interested parties, regarding the Call for Tenders for the award of the design, study and construction of a mobile access platform (MAP) for means of embarkation and disembarkation from cruise vessels, in accordance with the attached technical specifications.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Interested parties are kindly requested to refer to all clarifications published provided by PPA, regarding the questions received from 21st of November 2018 until 04th of December 2018, in relation to the “Call for Tenders for the award of the design, study and construction of a mobile access platform (MAP) for means of embarkation and disembarkation from cruise vessels”.
The said replies constitute an integral part of the Call.
Question N°1: Is there any photos, links from the internet or similar construction that we can inspect for 15 minutes?
Answer N°1: In advisory circular AC 150/5220-21C Chapter 4, and in particular on page 36, Figure 8b shows a corresponding mobile platform.

Question N°2: Is there a specific area that will be placed and work?
Answer N°2: The mobile platform will be installed and will operate at the Cruise and Coastal Shipping Ports of Piraeus Port Authority.

Question N°3: Embarkation of passengers to ships will be done from the pier or from a building directly to the platform?  
Answer N°3: Passengers will disembark at the pier through the mobile platform from the ship.
It is clarified that the mobile platform should be designed and study in accordance with a combination of relevant standards for embarkation / disembarkation of  passengers using ramps, therefore the note/remark No 8 of the Tender where it is mentioned the standard EN12312-4 is amended accordingly. 
We give you an indicative notice for EN12312-1, EN14206: 2003 and ISO7061: 2015 standards for investigation and evaluation.

Question N°4: Will be connected to Ships?
Answer N°4: The mobile platform should be designed to provide secure access to cruise and passenger ships.

Question N°5: Is it for permanent or for emergency cases?
Answer N°5: The mobile platform will be mainly for emergencies cases.




Question N°6: In the three (3) months is it include the time for the approval of the design and study.
Answer N°6: It is not include the three (3) months for the approval of the design and study.

	Question 7: We wish to have more detailed description of the construction because we see that there are many kinds of platforms and make it easier for all bidders.
Answer 7: For further details on the description of the construction, please send specific written questions.

Question 8: The requirement 6 is not compatible with requirements 4 and 11. A 30 degrees angle is far above the 12,5% which is considered as maximum slope in European standards. Note that british and American standards fix 8,33%. Can this requirement be revised and the maximum slope allowed be modified to 12,5% according to EN 12312-4.
Answer 8: Please, see clarification No3.

Question 9: The dimensions stated in requirement 7 seem not be in accordance with requirement 1. In order to fulfill request 1 the equipment will have greater dimensions that the ones stated on requirement 7. Can this requirement be waived?

Answer 9: The dimensions stated in requirement No 7 of the Tender are for reference, therefore the candidate will have to precise them on his offer.








Question 10: The delivery time of 3 months in requirement 17 seems completely unrealistic. As just the design works will take this time. Normal delivery time for this kind of product is 16 months. Can this requirement be modified to 16 months?

Answer 10: Due to the urgent requirement of the requested product, the delivery time cannot be changed to 16 months. Though any other reasonable time extension shall be evaluated.



Question 11: Payment terms will create an important financial impact on the provider. Can the payment terms be modified to the following. 30% upon acceptance of the design; 40% upon completion of manufacture; 10% at arrival of the merchandise at Pyreus port. 10% after installation; 10% at final acceptance.

Answer 11: The payment terms in requirement 17 refer to 'Proposed payment terms', therefore the candidate has the right to offer alternative payment terms
