The said replies constitute an integral part of the Call.

Question 1:

Due to COVID-19 virus, the airline from China to Europe is stop or suspend at current stage as most of the airline is used for transporting epidemic prevention materials, therefore we cannot guarantee the courtier period to Greece from China now which will be around two weeks normally. Answer 1:
Offer submission can be entirely electronic through email with password protection as follows:

c) Technical folder (separately password protected within the offer)
d) Financial Offer (separately password protected within the offer)

Note that each folder should be separately locked with different passwords and sent to PPA as follows:

· On the date and time of the evaluation of each stage (participation documents, technical evaluation, financial), the requested passwords only (different password for each stage) should be sent to the group email qctenderoffers@olp.gr upon request of PPA SA regarding the specific date and hour of unsealing.






Question 2:

	the tender documents require to provide schedule stated in calendar weeks by submitting an indicative Gantt chart of the entire process, but as you know, the exact project start time is not confirmed yet which is necessary for Gantt chart, so it's it acceptable that we provide a schedule in weeks and provide the Gantt chart when the contract is signed?

Answer 2:

It is clarified that PPA request an indicative Gantt chart only. This chart should state the estimated weekly schedule of works from assignment of project until final completion. e.g. weeks 1 - 3 final confirmation of design and study, weeks 4 - 7 preparation of construction materials, weeks 8 - 20 construction of main members/beams, etc. (The final schedule will be agreed with the winning bidder prior to contract signing).

Question 4:
In the TENDER AWARD part, regarding the score, it mentioned the delivery time will occupy 15 points in technical offer, if our delivery time can be earlier that the requirement (56 weeks), can we get more points or 15 points is the maximum.
Answer 4:
According to article 11 of the call for tenders, maximum scoring for delivery time is 15 points.

(If offers with a proposed delivery time of less than 56 weeks are provided, then they will receive a maximum score of up to 15 points subject to internal evaluation (56 weeks are the maximum delivery time and will therefore have the lowest scoring criteria, so it is the candidates responsibility to offer the lowest possible delivery time in order to receive the highest possible points).)
