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For the purposes of understanding the terms of this Call, definitions of the following terms are given herein below:
a) “Contracting Authority” means the Société Anonyme under the corporate name “Piraeus Port Authority S.A.”.
b) “Concession Agreement” means the 24.6.2016 amendment and codification into a single text of the Concession Agreement of 13.2.2002 between the Hellenic Republic and Piraeus Port Authority S.A., which was ratified by Law 4404/2016.
c) “Tender” or “Call” means the present document.
d) “Tender procedure” means the present tender procedure.
e) “Decision-maker” means the competent Body of PPA.  
f) “Acceptable Institutions” means a credit or financial institution or insurance company within meaning of Article 14 (1), (b) or (c) of Law 4364/2016 operating lawfully in an EU, EEA or OECD or Financial Action Task Force (FATF) country, which in accordance with the applicable provisions have such a right, or in a country with a credit rating for long-term investments of at least A- (or equivalent) or higher from at least any two of the ratings agencies  Moody's, Standard & Poor’s or Fitch. 
g) “Authorized Representative” means a legal representative of the Candidate (according to the Candidates statutes/bylaws) thereof or a specifically authorised representative (by a decision issued by the Candidate’s competent body), as the case may be, who has the power to bind the Candidate and also has the authority to sign and submit the Candidate’s Offer.
h) “Binding Declaration” refers to the Binding Declaration as per Law 1599/1986 or in the case of a foreign Candidate a text of analogous form of evidence, in accordance with the provisions of the country of provenance thereof signed by the Authorized Representative. In all cases where there is a reference to the term “Binding Declaration”, it is intended that such is effected by certification of the original signature of the signatory.
i) “Candidate” or “Tenderer” or “Participant” means the Enterprise, Body, Firm or Joint Venture or Group of Enterprises or Entities which submits a binding offer in the tender procedure. 
j) “Interested party” means any legal entity/company which intends to take part in the tender procedure by submitting an expression of interest. 
k) “Procurement Department Secretariat Office” means the PPA Procurement Department's Secretariat Office no 212, located at PPA’s premises at 10, Akti Miaouli, Piraeus, Greece.
l) “Contract” means the Agreement entered into with the Contractor.
m) “Contractor or “Supplier” means an enterprise or joint venture or group of enterprises selected by PPA to carry out the procurement & services provided, which enters into a contract on the matter with PPA.
n) “Eligible Bank” means a bank or credit institution that is lawfully established and operating: (i) in a jurisdiction that is an EU, EEA, OECD or FATF member state or member country; or (ii) in another jurisdiction that has a long-term debt rating of A- (or equivalent) or superior by at least two of Standard & Poor's, Fitch or Moody's
o) “Tender Management Team” means the Committee of PPA established according to decision no. 813/22-10-2018 of its CEO who indicatively but not limited to organizes, reviews, guides, supervises and provides legal support and reporting during tender procedures.
p) “Tender Evaluation Team” or “Tender Committee” means the PPA Tender Evaluation Team established by PPA according to decision no. 1134/9.11.2017 of its CEO.
q)  “Offer”: The offer to be submitted by the Candidates in the frame of this Tender and/or the main folder of the offer which includes three (3) sub-folders:
(i) 1st sub-folder named: “Participation Supporting Documents”
(ii) 2nd sub-folder named: “Technical Offer” and 
(iii) 3rd sub-folder named: “Financial Offer”
r) “Participation Bond” has the meaning attributed to it in Article 5 and Annex A hereof.
s) “Advance Payment Guarantee” has the meaning attributed to it in Article 5 and Annex E hereof.
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The Port of Piraeus (Port of Piraeus) is the largest port in Greece, spanning a coastline length of more than twenty-four (24) kilometres and expanding over an aggregate area exceeding five million (5.000.000) square meters. 
The Port of Piraeus is situated at the intersection of sea routes linking the Mediterranean with Northern Europe and its geographic position (south of the 38th parallel) enables major line ships to access it without significant deviation from the Far East trade routes. 
The Port of Piraeus hosts a complex and unique variety of activities, including: ferry/passenger shipping (it is the largest passenger port in Europe), servicing of all types of cargo, cruise, vessel repair activities, as well as the Port of Piraeus free zone (a control type I customs free zone) operating under applicable tax and customs legislation in the area (Piraeus Free Zone).
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PPA is the legal entity entrusted with the administration and operation of the Port of Piraeus. It was established as a legal entity of public law by virtue of Law 4748/1930, which was restated by Compulsory Law 1559/1950 and ratified by Law 1630/1951, each as subsequently amended and supplemented. 
In 1999 PPA was transformed into a stock corporation (Société Anonyme). 
In April 2016, following an open public tender process, the Hellenic Republic Asset Development Fund (HRADF), under its capacity as the major shareholder of PPA, and COSCO HK Ltd entered into a Shares Purchase Agreement (hereinafter: SPA) for the acquisition of the majority participation in the share capital of PPA. 
In August 2016, PPA ceased to be a state-owned company and since that day it is a private-owned company, due to the concession agreement between Greek State and PPA ratified by Law 4404/2016. 
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The Contracting Authority is PPA.

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The scope of the tender shall be the ‘THE AWARD OF PROCUREMENT OF FOUR (4) 2.5 TON ELECTRIC FORKLIFT TRUCKS FOR LOGISTICS AREA OF PPA’ with a maximum delivery time of: seven (7) months from contract date, in terms of Delivery Duty Paid (DDP), ready to operate at PPA Logistics Department.
Note that for the successful completion of the procurement, the selected counter party shall undertake at no extra cost for PPA:
• 	The forklift’s a. transportation and fees, b. custom clearance process and fees and c. homologation procedure and related fees.
•	The process of obtaining the relevant type approval and the relevant license plates for the forklift truck in Greece, according to the applicable and latest Greek and EU legislation, as in force, by providing all the necessary documents to PPA and the competent Greek authorities and proceeding with any necessary act for this purpose.
•	The on-site technical and operational training at PPA premises for the provided equipment.
•	The delivery of spare parts and special tools as requested within this call.
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The tender procedure shall be conducted in accordance with:
· Law 4404/2016 (Government’ Gazette 126/A/8.7.2016) ratifying the Concession Agreement entered into between the Hellenic Republic and PPA, regarding the use and exploitation of certain areas and assets within the Port of Piraeus of 24 June 2016 (Art. 1), together with its annexes. In accordance with the terms and provisions of the above agreement, the Hellenic Republic grants PPA the exclusive right to possess, use, manage, maintain, improve and exploit the assets conceded therein.  
· The EU General Data Protection Regulation in force (EU 2016/679) and Greek Law 4624/2019.
· All relevant applicable Greek legislation in general. 
· The applicable PPA Contracts and Sub concessions Regulations. 
· The provisions, terms and conditions outlined within the present Call.
· In addition to the above, the Call with its attachements and other information on the basis of which the tender procedure is conducted for the selection of the Contractor for the forklifts provided, consist of the documents cited below. In case of a doubt or discrepancy among the content of their terms, the rank of validity of those documents is as stated below:

Interested parties can submit any questions, clarifications or supplementary information concerning the Call to one of the following email addresses: elecforklifttender@olp.gr or procurement@olp.gr. If requested in good time, and in all events no later than five (5) working days before the last date for submitting expressions of interest, supplementary information, clarifications, etc. will be provided by PPA to all interested parties no later than three (3) working days before the last date for submitting the offer.
If it is not possible to provide the said clarifications in time, PPA is obliged to extend the deadline for submitting expressions of interest for a reasonable period.
In all events, PPA may but is not obliged to extend the deadline for submitting offers where:
· a request for clarifications is submitted, which in the Company’s view is important for shaping the tender or 
· it is a reasoned request of one or more Candidates in the Company’s view.
If as a result of the clarifications procedure it is considered necessary, the Company shall grant interested parties an extension in the deadline for submitting their offers, as stated above.
Candidates are not allowed to refer to verbal responses or clarifications by PPA.

The last date for Interested Parties submitting their offers in accordance with the terms hereof is until  25th May 2020 at 16:00 hours, and the relevant dossiers must be submitted by Interested Parties to the PPA Procurement Department Secretariat Office (10 Akti Miaouli Str., Piraeus, Office 212).  After that deadline elapses, no dossier will be accepted by PPA.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Offers shall be submitted in person by the Candidate himself or by the Candidate’s Authorized Representative completely electronically. Each individual dossier (Participation Supporting Documents, Technical Offer and Financial Offer) as well as the entire offer folder will be protected with separate passwords which will be sent separately at each stage of the tender at the time, the way and to a specific email which will be notified by the PPA to all participants.

The Candidates are responsible for dispatching the sealed folder of offer thereof until the receipt of such folder of offer by PPA. 
Any insurance costs, custom duties and transport charges related to the submission of the offer shall be fully borne by the Candidate.
The Candidates are responsible for and accept the risk for any event, to include even force majeure, that may have as a result the non-timely or non-duly submission of the folder of offer thereof.

The tenderers’ offer must include inside, three (3) sealed folders as follows:
i. Participation documentation folder which will include the participation letter of guarantee of Article 5.1, all participation documents referred to in Article 6 of this Call and also an electronic copy of the entire participation documents (in pdf format). Where discrepancies between the dossier submitted in hard copy and the electronic version are identified, the documents in hard copy will have precedence. 
ii. Technical offer folder which will includeall documents referred to in Article 7 of this Call including a completed “Technical Requirements Table” and also an electronic copy (in pdf or excel format). Where discrepancies between the dossier submitted in hard copy and the electronic version are identified, the documents in hard copy will have precedence.
iii. Financial offer folder (by filling in the financial offer template) and also an electronic copy (in pdf format). Where discrepancies between the dossier submitted in hard copy and the electronic version are identified, the documents in hard copy will have precedence.

Important Notes: 
1. Each sealed folder will contain: i. one (1) original that will include originals or legally certified copies or simple, clear and easy-to-read copies of the following valid documents (state their validity by solemn declaration), ii. one (1) copy of the original documents and iii. electronic copy of each folder’s content (CD/USB).
2. All pages of the original dossier to be clearly and consecutively numbered (i.e 1 - xxx)  and the electronic version to be scanned with the same numbering. 
3. Each sealed folder of offer (Original and Copy of original) should contain three (3) sealed sub folders: 
· 1st sub-folder named: “Participation Supporting Documents”,
· 2nd sub-folder named: “Technical Offer” and
· 3rd sub-folder named: “Financial Offer”.
4. On all sub-folders of offer the following titles must be clearly written: (i) the name “OFFER” or the name of each sub-folder as mentioned above, (ii) the title of the Call, (iii) the date of conducting the procedure, (iv) the detailed data of the Candidate.
5. The Committee reserves the right to request clarifications about information submitted and to supplement it and Candidates are obliged to respond to that request within the deadline specified by the Committee. 
6. The Committee and PPA reserve the right to carry out checks, if they so wish, to verify the correctness and truth of the information which is submitted and to request the assistance of all competent departments/bodies in that regard.
7. Where the procedure is postponed, repeated or cancelled, tenders which have already been submitted will be returned to the Candidates upon request. If Candidates do not come forward within the deadline specified by the Committee, the tenders will be destroyed.
8. Comments, conditions, terms or reservations which are entered shall be treated as reservations to the terms of this tender procedure and PPA reserves the right to disqualify the tenderer who entered them.

i. Offers shall bind the Candidates for four (4) calendar months from the submission deadline date. Any offer which sets forth a term of validity less than the above mentioned shall be rejected. 
Participants are advised that they may be requested to extend the validity of their proposals for a further two (2) months.
ii. It is at PPA’s sole discretion to consider all proposals be void and invalid and cancel the whole bidding process. No compensation will be paid to the bidders under this circumstance.
iii. True and Correct statements
Each Candidate understands that the information contained in its offer will be relied upon by PPA in making its decision with respect to the award of the contract and such information is expressly warranted by the Candidate to be true and correct. Furthermore, each Candidate will furnish such supporting and confirming information, prior to the award of the contract, as may be reasonably requested by PPA.
iv. Reasons for rejecting an offer may include (but are not limited to):
· If any information provided by the Candidate/s is found to be incorrect.
· If a Candidate fails to verify any information provided in the proposal in response to PPA’s request.
· If minimum technical requirements are not met.
· If adherence to the Tender terms are not followed.
· If the same participant submits more than one (1) offer.
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i. The official languages of the Tender procedure will be English or/and Greek and all information and documentation will be drafted in the English and/or Greek language and will be accompanied by a legal translation into one of the above languages if not in one of the above languages.
ii. Moreover, all written and verbal communication between the Candidates, Tender Evaluation Team and PPA shall also be in English or/and Greek.

i. All overheads, Contractor benefit, etc. and taxes, duties, etc. must be included in the Financial proposal. VAT is payable by PPA.
ii. 30% of the contract amount excluding VAT as advanced payment payable within fifteen (15) days from signing of the relevant contract. The advance payment will carried out after the Contractor submits to PPA an advance payment letter of guarantee of equal amount and of indefinite duration according to Annex E.
iii. The advance payment shall be depreciated in accordance with Article 5.
iv. 60% of the contract amount excluding VAT after delivery of the forklifts at PPA premises and after the issuance of type approval and any other legal documents for the equipment according to Greek Law on behalf of PPA.
v. 10% of the contract amount excluding VAT after final acceptance from PPA and after completion of on-site training.

i. PPA is not obliged to finally award the contract and is entitled to assign it or not, to postpone, repeat or cancel the procedure for choosing a Contractor in whole or in part at any stage, without any obligation to pay a fee or remuneration to Candidates. 
ii. Where the procedure is postponed, repeated or cancelled, financial tenders which have already been submitted will be returned to the Candidates upon written request. If candidates do not come forward within the deadline specified by the Committee, the tenders will be destroyed. 
iii. Candidates participate in the tender procedure at their own responsibility and are not entitled to any compensation for expenditure relating to participation in the tender procedure, and for preparing and submitting the tender.

[bookmark: _Toc38881759]4.9 Presumption resulting from the participation in the procedure
i. Submission of an offer in the tender procedure will constitute a presumption that each Candidate accepts the terms of this Call for Tender, has been apprised of the tender documents and information and is fully aware of the project implementation conditions. In particular, candidates are obliged to fully apprise themselves of all project implementation conditions including all those specified in this Call and consequently submission of an offer in the tender procedure shall be a presumption that the candidate/s: 
· Have checked, are aware of and accept all technical conditions for the offered forklifts.
· Will be fully responsible for the design, manufacturing and supply of the forklifts according to the provisions and terms of the Standards as described herein. 
· Will fully comply with all written remarks and suggestions from PPA.
· In case any assembly is carried out at PPA premises, the full responsibility of the proper assembly preconditions and requirements are at the Contractor’s sole responsibility, liability and cost.
ii. Any failure by the candidate to take into consideration all the above issues and requirements using all information possible, is at its own exclusive responsibility and shall not release the candidate from liability neither from its obligation to comply in full with its contractual obligations if selected for the Award of Tender.
iii. In light of the above, the candidates must fully and unreservedly guarantee the accuracy of the project and, if chosen, they will unreservedly undertake to carry out all work and in general to perform the project in full compliance with all terms, specs, etc. and the project implementation schedule specified herein.
iv. Candidates are not entitled to any remuneration for expenses incurred relating to the compilation and submission of information mentioned herein, such as tender dossiers, etc.
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i. The guarantees required (participation/advanced payment) for this tender procedure may be in one of the following forms:
· Letter of Guarantee in accordance with Annexes A or E
· Deposit to PPA (one of the following PPA bank accounts) as a guarantee of the respective amount of money.
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· 
ii. The bonds shall be addressed to PPA, and in the event of a Joint Venture or Grouping must be common to all members hereof.  
iii. Errors or omissions in the title of the procurement or the person in whose favour the bond is provided will not lead to disqualification provided no confusion is caused. 
iv. The tender participation bond will amount to five thousand euro's (5.000.00 €) with duration one (1) month longer than the validity of the offer.
v. The tender participation bond shall be seized by PPA if, while it is in effect, (a) the tenderer withdraws its tender or (b) the interim Contractor does not submit the award documentation in good time or does not come forward in good time to sign the contract or (c) the above persons provide false evidence or information relating to the grounds of disqualification. 
vi. The participation bond will be returned:
a. to unsuccessful Candidates within fifteen (15) working days from the completion of the Tender and to the successful Candidate upon signature of the agreement.

[bookmark: _Toc38881762]6.1 Prequalification Criteria (ON/OFF criteria)
Each Candidate who participates in the tender procedure must provide the following documents in originals or copies:
i. The participation letter of guarantee or confirmation of submission of payment as mentioned within Article 5 of the Call.
ii. Certificates which show that the Contractor is not bankrupt, in liquidation, has not suspended operations, is not in compulsory receivership, or bankruptcy compromise, that the Contractor’s operations have not been suspended or that it is not any similar situation under any similar proceedings, is not in proceedings to be declared bankrupt or in proceedings to be placed in compulsory liquidation or compromise with creditors and is not in any similar situation (restructuring, etc.).
iii. A solemn declaration stating that the managing partners in the case of a limited or general partnership or limited liability company, and the Chairman and Managing Director in the case of a Societe Anonyme or the natural persons exercising management functions in all other cases has not have been convicted on the basis of a judgement for:
a) participation in criminal organisations within the meaning of Article 2(1) of Council Joint Action No. 98/773/JHA.
b) bribery within the meaning of Article 3 of Council Decision of 26 May 1997 (21) and Article 3(1) of Council Joint Action No. 98/742/CFSP.
c) fraud within the meaning of Article 1 of the Convention to protect the financial interests of the European Communities.
d) money laundering within the meaning of Article 1 of Council Directive 91/308/EEC on prevention of use of the financial system for the purpose of money laundering.
e) embezzlement, fraud, Extortion, Forgery, Perjury, Bribery, Fraudulent deliberate bankruptcy according to Penal Code or crimes similar in their specific aspects to the above, provided for in foreign legal orders.
[bookmark: _Toc38881763]6.2 Technical Prequalification Criteria (ON/OFF criteria)
i. A valid ISO 9001:2015 certificate related to the manufacture of the same type of electric forklifts at the same manufacture site as those offered. Should the manufacturer holds an ISO 9001:2015 certificate on which the abovementioned is not clearly stated within the scope of his certificate, a document from the manufacturer’s certification body must be provided as a supplement stating that the manufacture of the same type of electric forklifts at the same manufacture site as those offered is within the scope of the manufacturer’s ISO 9001:2015 certificate submitted to the tender. 
ii. A portfolio/brochure of the supplier showing the equipment/machinery constructed. 
iii. A list of at least three (3) clients that have purchased similar or same type e-forklifts. The list will include the name of the client and the respective e-forklift type purchased. 
iv. Letter of good performance from at least three (3) clients that have purchased similar or same type e-forklifts. 
[bookmark: _Toc38881764]7.	SUB-FOLDER OF TECHNICAL PROPOSAL

[bookmark: _Toc458000059][bookmark: _Toc458000131][bookmark: _Toc458000620]The structure of the technical Proposal should follow the requirements as mentioned within this article and the analytical technical description and requirements as attached in Annex B and C of where the Candidates' proposed equipment shall be fully described.

Candidate must provide documented evidence for the delivery of the following:
· Four (4) electric – powered forklift truck of 2.5 ton rated loading capacity, of free lift mast type according to the technical requirements and specifications.
· One (1) spare front wheel and tyre and one (1) spare rear wheel and tyre.
· One (1) set of spare battery packs for one (1) complete forklift plus the relevant charger.
· Any offered special tools concerning the repair of engines, transmissions and axles (If required).
· On-site preventative and corrective maintenance training plus operator training (at least 20 hours training) at PPA premises for the provided equipment. Technicians will be given the knowledge needed to keep the e-forklifts in top condition and the training course will be a mix of theory and hands-on experience. Operators will be shown how to optimise their day-to-day operational performance and what needs to be checked daily before operations begin. The supplier will submit training agenda and at the end of each training session a respective training form will be signed both by the trainer and the trainees for the actual evidence of the training performed.   
· The terms of delivery and warranty of the offered equipment.

IMPORTANT NOTES:
1. The Technical Proposal must not include any financial information. 
2. Copy and paste of the minimum requirements of the technical specifications of Annex B shall not be considered as sufficient proof of the Candidates understanding of PPA’s specific technical requirements for the equipment.

[bookmark: _Ref470181895]The evaluation committee appointed by PPA shall evaluate the proposals on the basis of their responsiveness to the requirements set by this Call, applying the evaluation criteria as follows: 
Evaluation of Technical Proposal/ Technical Score:
· (i) Technical specifications of machinery: up to eighty (80) points
· (ii) Delivery time of machinery: up to ten (10) points
· (iii) Warranty period of machinery: up to ten (10) points
· Technical Score (St)= maximum total points 100
The formula for determining the Financial Score (Sf) shall apply as follows: 
Sf = 100 X FM/F
Where: 
· Sf is the financial score;
· FM is the lowest priced Financial Proposal and 
· F is the price of the proposal under consideration. 
Proposals will be ranked according to their combined technical (St) and financial (Sf) scores using the weights:
Where: 
· T = the weight of 60% given to the Technical Score;  
· P = the weight of 40% given to the Financial Score; and
· T + P = 1. 
The combined technical and financial score, S, is calculated as follows: -
S = St x T % + Sf x P %
The Candidate achieving the highest combined technical and financial score (S) will be ranked first and will be the temporary winning bidder. In the event of an absolute tie the Candidate with the highest Sf score will be ranked first and will be the temporary winning bidder.

The Candidates must provide and state in writing within the technical Offer the terms of the warranty for the equipment.

The warranty period for all the equipment should be of minimum at least twelve (12) months or 3000 hours, whichever comes first.

General Requirement
